Rules & Conditions: 
1.  Entries will not be considered valid unless the entry form is completed 
and fees are paid at the time of entering. 
2.  The committee has the right to combine, alter, divide or delete any 
class as it deems appropriate. 
3.  Any points not provided for shall be settled by the show day 
committee, whose decision shall be absolutely final. 
4.  All protests must be in writing and lodged with the show day 
secretary.  The parties entering a protest must deposit $50.00, the 
deposit to be returned if the protest is sustained.  No protest will be 
received later than one hour after the award has been made.  The 
protest committee will decide all protests as soon as practicable, and 
there shall be no appeal from their decision. 
5.  Only in the case of a query must the owner or exhibitor be prepared 
to submit the animal for measurement or produce an annual or life height 
certificate. 
6.  A refund of 80% of the entry fee will be given, after close of entries, 
when a doctor’s or veterinarian’s certificate is presented to the secretary. 
7.  The committee will not be responsible for any accident, loss or 
damage that may be caused to or suffered by any exhibit or exhibitor or 
otherwise notwithstanding any alleged negligence on the part of any 
officer or servant of the Committee, and it shall be a condition of entry 
that each exhibitor shall hold the Committee indemnified against any 
claim in respect of any such accident, loss or damage caused by such 
exhibitor or his/her exhibit. 
8.  YELLOW tagged approved safety hats are to be worn at all times.

9.  Novice conformation wins in OPEN SECTIONS are classified as wins 
in ridden conformation classes (does not include district classes, DOES 
NOT include Lady’s/Gentleman’s Hack classes for Hacks/Park 
Hacks/Show Hunters/Riding Horse) at any A&P show as at the date of 
entry.  A NOVICE HUNTER is one that has not won six first prizes in 
hunter jumping classes (does not include district classes) at any show. 
10.  Riders of NOVICE PONIES in novice classes (in open showing 
sections) may be any age. 
11.  All novice horses and ponies to be ridden in a snaffle bit in novice 
classes (excludes hunter jumping). 
12.  Riders entered in the Pleasure Section may only enter in the 
following other sections: Riding Pony Society classes, and jumping 
classes. 
13.  Horses/ponies entered in the Hacks, Park Hacks, Riding Horse, A, 
B, C, Saddle Hunter (horse or pony), First Ridden Show Pony or Lead 
Rein Show Pony sections are not eligible to enter in the Pleasure 
section. 
14.  Horses entered in the Saddle Hunter or Riding Horse section may 
not enter in the Hack or Park Hack sections, except for rider classes.  
Ponies entered in the Saddle Hunter Pony section may not enter in the 
‘A’, ‘B’, or ‘C’ pony rings, except for rider classes. 
15.  CHAMPIONSHIP JUDGING.  NOVICE CHAMPIONSHIPS – judged 
from winners of novice conformation classes in that section.  Second 
place-getters standby until the champion ribbon has been awarded.  The 
horse/pony that placed second to the champion will then be invited in for 
reserve championship judging.  OPEN CHAMPIONSHIP - judged from 
winners of open conformation classes in that section.  Second place-
getters standby until the champion ribbon has been awarded.  The 
horse/pony that placed second to the champion will then be invited in for 
reserve championship judging. 
Pleasure Section - Winners of: walking, trotting, mannered, & handy 
pleasure classes will be called in for Champion Pleasure Section 
judging, whilst second place-getters standby until the Champion 

Pleasure ribbon has been awarded.  The horse/pony that placed second 
to the Champion Pleasure horse/ pony will then be invited in for the 
Reserve Champion Pleasure judging. 
16.  Rider’s age is determined as per the 1st of August 2025 i.e., riders 
who are of age for any division/section on the 1st of August 2025 
complete the show year/season in that division/section. 
17.  No dogs allowed. 
18.  No stallions. 
19.  Show will be held wet or fine. 
*20.  Riders in the ‘A’, ‘B’, ‘C’ or Saddle Hunter pony rings may be 16 
years and under.  A rider who has turned 17 years after 1 August 2025 
may ride in the ‘A’, ‘B’, ‘C’, or Saddle Hunter Pony sections. 
21.  Whips in showing sections not to exceed 76 cms. 
22.  A rider and horse/pony combination may be entered in one hunter 
jumping ring only. 
23.  If in the case of a tie in a supreme championship, the show 
committee will appoint a judge (a person who was not involved in the 
supreme championship judging) to split the tie. 
24.  Competitors entered by closing date of entries may make post 
entries into additional classes on the day of the show and these entries 
shall incur no penalty. 
25.  Late entries may be made after the closing date of entries or on the 
day of the show however if made by persons not entered by closing date 
of entries these entries will incur a 50% penalty (i.e. fee will be $7.50 per 
class). 
26. Digital catalogue of entries will be available the day before the show 
(hopefully the Thursday before the show), no printed catalogue will be 
available on the day.  
27. Exhibits three years of age and under are not permitted in ridden 
classes. 
28. The Committee reserves the right to object to and /or remove from 
the grounds any person being heavy handed or harsh to a horse or pony. 
29. The judge and/or ring steward may remove any horse or pony from 
the ring, if in their opinion, it is a danger to other competitors.

Classification/Explanation 

INTERMEDIATE SHOW RIDING TYPE 

(a UK showing section) 
For the fourth scheduled show we have within our schedule an 
Intermediate Show Riding Type class, with our own slight adjustment to 
the concept. An Intermediate Show Riding Type horse does not exceed 
158cm. In the UK they are a show animal and may be a small Hack, 
Riding Horse, Saddle Hunter, or Working Hunter type. At this show the 
Intermediate Show Riding Type horse may be a Park Hack, Hack, Riding 
Horse or Saddle Hunter. These horses are to be ridden by a person up 
to 19 years of age, as this section focuses on supporting the transition 
of young riders into the show horse sections by having them compete in 
an age-capped event. An Intermediate Show Riding Type horse class is 
judged using the same criteria as an open showing class with the 
additional aspect - judges take into consideration the suitability of the 
horse to transition a young rider into the horse showing rings.
